Most of us are familiar with Moana, as it is one of my favorite animated films. In this
staged production you will experience the same themes found in the movie. Te Fiti
gets her heart stolen by a demigod (Maui) trying to win the love of humans. Angry Te
Ka emerges and begins to suck the life out of the islands. A young girl (Moana) has

the courage to leave behind her traditional royal responsibilities and restores the heart,
healing her land and her people through an epic journey to protect the land and people
she loves. The movie has also been adapted into a musical so of course there is song,
dance, and fun adventures within the portrayal of the story.

The performers were encouraged to learn about pacific islander culture and to step
outside of their comfort zones to embody some larger than life characters. This
production also highlights how we as humans don’t show love to the earth. The Great
Pacific Garbage Patch is a collection of marine debris in the North Pacific Ocean.
Marine debris is litter that ends up in the ocean, seas, and other large bodies of
